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At Hospital or Hospice

Register Office

The  Register will register the death and issue the following:

• Death Certificate
• Certificate for Burial (Green Form)

• Certificate of Registration of Death (Form BD8) for Department of Works & Pensions (DWP)

If the deceased has a 

medical history then 

contact the GP to see if 

they are able to issue 

the MCCD

The GP will need to 

discuss this with the 

Coroner

The GP will need to see 

the deceased before 

issuing the MCCD

In certain circumstances 

the Coroner may allow a 

non-invasive 

Post-Mortem 

(CT or MRI Scan)

An invasive 

Post-Mortem may still 

be required if cause of 

death is not clear
